After joining a CWS-led
program focused on food security and climate change,
Esmeralda received an eco-friendly stove that reduced her
use of firewood and her cough.

Esmeralda also participated in training
sessions about planting crops and
producing fertilizers. She’s received
seeds and produces most of the
food that her family eats like ripe
plantain, chili peppers
and yucca.
